1.  Blessing a child or grandchild as he is leaving 
your company reminds him or her that they will be 
"in your thoughts and prayers". 
2. Blessings give a child spiritual strength because 
God adds his POWER to our words. 
  3.  It is what Jesus did.  "he took them up in his 
arms, put his hands upon them, and blessed them." 
Mark 10:16 
4.  Blessings give both parent and child something to 
aim for. 
5.  Blessings are a window which allows our children 
to see the love in our hearts, a love that is often 
blurred by the business of daily life. 
6.  Reading a blessing card can help both parent and 
child be more receptive to God's Holy Spirit. 
7.  There is no better one on one time than blessing a 
child. 
8.  A parents faith is mostly invisible.  Speaking a 
blessing makes it something a child can see. 
9.  A habit of blessing a child each morning is an 
anchor for both parent and child. 
10.  Blessings can be used like credit cards.  Give a 
few to each child and allow them to cash them in 
when they feel the need. 
11.  Hurtful, harmful words cannot be erased...they 
must be replaced. 
12.  Blessings give a child a memory to hold onto...for 
the day and for a lifetime. 
13.  Preprinted cards helps silent types find the right 
words.   Blessing your spouse lifts her and you. 
14.  Blessings help a child put his troubles in 
perspective.
