It would also 
be a mistake not to see a Doctor. 
        The biggest mistake however would 
be to give up on God, on believing that 
he does care even when a child we love 
lives daily with a handicap, lingering 
illness or constant pain.  Jesus suffered, 
he knows our illness and our pain.  He 
enters it WITH us.  Invite him in.        

 
By faith in the name of Jesus, this man 

whom you see and know was made 
strong. It is Jesus' name and the faith that 

comes through him that has given this 
complete healing to him, as you can all 

see.
